$350k $40k- -20% = $240k

CFISD offers a 20% optional homestead exemption. In addition, a state homestead
exemption reduces a home’s taxable value by $40,000. Therefore, the taxable value of an 
average home in CFISD (about $350,000) would decrease by $110,000. 

The optional homestead exemption in CFISD results in a reduction of $6.9 billion in taxable
value, and the district’s property tax revenue incurs a loss of $89.5 million.
