Academic Honors/ Achievements – List the honor/ achievement as well as a brief 
explanation of the honor. 
School Sponsored Extracurricular Activities – List the activity name and include a 
description of the organization, your personal contribution to the organization, and 
any honors, awards, or leadership positions held. 
Non-school Sponsored Activities – List the activity name and include a description 
of the organization, your personal contribution to the organization, and any honors, 
awards, or leadership positions held. 
Work Experience – List the job title with a description, your contribution to the 
workplace, and any honors, leadership, or recognition received. 

4. A copy of your SAT or ACT scores, if not included on transcript. 
5. Two (2) typed essays selected from three options on the scholarship application..  You
